Guruji’s visit to Sri Aurobindo Society (SAS), Pondichery in November
Guruji and Gurumataji were invited by Sri. Sundararajan and Ms. Akila, of SAS, to spend the weekend over there.  I was also fortunate to accompany them on this visit.
Tour details :

9th Nov. 2006 – Guruji and Gurumataji were awarded a warm welcome at Chennai Airport by Sri.Balaji, Sri & Smt. Leela Jagadeesan and family and a few other therapists from Chromepet Centre.
10th Nov – Guruji attended to a limited number of patients at SAS, where the his latest treatment for pain relief, brought great succcess.  
A few highlights of the day were :

· A patient of left-sided paralysis, (father of Sri. Selvam, a neurotherapist trainee at SAS LMNT centre), could not lift his left hand for the past several months - obtained more than 90% relief in his condition.  Pains gone, mobility improved,  and he was able to straighten his hand – all these in JUST ONE DAY’S TREATMENT.
· RA – 3 patients obtained 100% relief from pains just after a single treatment. 
· Madhuji, a patient of Parkinson’s – also obtained considerable relief.

· Sri Rajendran’s patient had come over from Chennai exclusively to meet Guruji. She had peripheral neuropathy and had severe burning in both soles of the feet.  After just ONE treatment she expressed that she had excellent relief from the burning sensation, which had plagued her for past several years.

· Neurofibromatosis : an incurable congenital disorder :   Akilan, a one year old boy, is Sri. Marimuthu’s patient from Tiruppur LMNT centre.  In addition to neurofibromatosis, the child has double renal arteries per kidney PLUS continuous hypertension due to a stricture in the aorta (coarctation of aorta).   The most important point is that a number of their relatives are allopathic doctors who had told the mother that the child’s case is beyond recovery.  The child who looked immobile and sickly before coming to us, has been taking LMNT treatment for the past five months and is now the very picture of health.  The child’s mother has a unique distinction in that she has been herself giving LMNT treatment to the child regularly twice or thrice a day, and in addition, at my request, she notes down the changes observed by her, in  a separate notebook on a daily basis.  
Her latest observation is :  the child normally would have swelling in the whole body even after 6 hours’ journey by car or train whereas, in this trip, he had absolutely NO SWELLING AT ALL even after 11 hours of travel. She also told us that  Guruji asked her to give him Oxygen treatment every 6 hours.  After three treatments, the next day, the child had very rosy cheeks and looked almost like a foreigner. The dark patches of skin looked slightly less dark, overnight.  
The parents had acceded to my request and had brought the child by car all the way from Ottanchatram, a village near Kodaikanal and more than 12 hours distance. They had made this trip just to pay respects to Guruji and to thank him for the wonderful progress in the child’s health, which they attribute solely to LMNT treatment.

11th Nov. SAS arranged a one-day meeting of Guruji with neurotherapists from Chennai and other places of Tamil Nadu. The meeting opened with a short note on Sri. Ganesanji contribution to LMNT, followed by a silence for two minutes, as a mark of respect.  
This was followed by Sri. Sundararajanji who spoke on the importance of preparing proper documentation to hasten the process of recognition of LMNT as an effective and alternative therapy.  
Guruji  started his lecture on activities inside a cell and explained that although all cells were identical, each performed its specific job depending on its location within the body.  This job is coordinated by special receptors on the cell which react to specific neurotransmitters. 

Next, Guruji gave out the recent formulas for the following :

Fits due to excess ammonia in blood
         Cyst in brain or anywhere in body

Pain anywhere in the body - ‘Opposite treatment’.

Pain following any viral fever such as Chi kun Gonya.

Various examples of successful cases solved by LMNT in the recent months and the success seen in the treatment of pains of patients after Chi kun Gunya in Madhya Pradesh was mentioned.  Guruji also demonstrated the latest technique by which the paralysis patient could get relief in one day by LMNT.

The post-lunch session was devoted to answering the questions put by the participants on practical difficulties in the field.  
Sri. Rajendranji of Gita Bhavan LMNT centre was the motivating factor and main coordinator of the Tamil Nadu therapists.  He gave a formal vote of thanks to SAS and all others who had made this meeting a memorable one for LMNT therapists of Chennai, Hosur and Coimbatore.

 Though the centre has been started only a few months ago, the organizers have instituted a Seva Box where they deposit a small token of the collection from patients and they have been sending the amount so deposited to Mumbai clinic every month.  During Guruji’s visit, they gave the amount collected for the past two months to Guruji as Gurudakshina.  

All the members of the Ashram hope that more and more LMNT centres will such  Gurudakshina, so that Guruji’s on going research activities can continue in full swing.

Sudden demise of Dr. P.S.Ganesanji – A great loss to LMNT
We regret to announce the sudden death of Dr. P.S.Ganesanji, a leading consultant of LMNT at Chromepet, Chennai, on 28th August 2006.

After retirement from the LIC as ADM in 1994,  Sri. Ganesanji, became a successful practitioner of Accupuncture and a Reiki Grandmaster.  Later he was awarded the MD (Medicina Alternativa) degree, from ATAMA, Tamil Nadu.  
In 2002, he came to Suryamal to learn LMNT, and thereafter gave up Reiki and acupuncture, because in his own words, 

“ I find LMNT superior to other non-medical therapies.’
He became the Chief consultant at Chromepet LMNT Centre from 2003.  

Dr. Ganesanji was perfect in LMNT diagnosis and soon achieved excellent results with LMNT.  Most of his patients consisted of housewives and aged people.  To meet the increasing number of patients and to improve the centre he started training classes for gents and ladies of the area.  He motivated them to serve the society as free therapists of LMNT.   

Under his able guidance, Chromepet centre developed the unique distinction where patients obtained excellent and lasting relief with ‘LMNT Chemical treatments’  alone,  even without any ‘Physical’ treatments such as Ghisai etc.  

After conducting six batches of practical classes, Dr. Ganesanji decided to train people in theory classes, with the following two aims in view :

a.
to improve the quality of knowledge of therapists, and 
b.
so that several LMNT clinics could come up in and around Chromepet.  This was in response to Guruji’s clarion call that there should be a much wider spread of LMNT in cities and only then it will spread to villages faster.
In appreciation of Dr. Ganesanji’s Herculean efforts and his devotion to LMNT, Guruji acceded to his request and granted the permission for gents and ladies to attend the annual examination for external examinees at Suryamal in 

Dec. 2005, which till then was permitted for ladies only.  
The quality of his training is reflected in the fact that all his 12 students fared excellently in the examination, and also, four of these students have started satellite centres in surrounding areas of Chromepet and Nanganallur, with great success.  
Like our own Guruji, Dr. Ganesanji used to study ‘Guyton’ exhaustively.  He developed treatments and explanations justifying the success of LMNT from several angles.  A totally unassuming person, Dr. Ganesanji’s love of LMNT was so great that he loved to share his knowledge with other Neurotherapists.  He would try out new treatments based on Guruji’s principles.  For this, he started an informative letter called ‘Chromepet Chronicles’ where he discussed various LMNT treatments and their logic.  
Dr. Ganesanji was a Karma Yogi till his last breath.  Even on the day of his demise, he attended patients at the morning clinic from 6.30 – 7.30 am.  Next, he went to the courier office to send the application forms of those students who were to attend the exam at Suryamal in Dec 2006, and then came home and sat on the steps of his home and passed away peacefully around 8.30am, without any ailment or suffering. 
Dr. Ganesanji’s sudden demise is no doubt, a huge loss to LMNT.  The saving grace is that for the past several months, he had identified and trained, not one, but two successors to continue his job of training and giving lectures, viz., Shri Jagadeesan and Smt. Leela Jagadeesan.  On this couple falls the mantle of continuing ‘Chromepet Chronicles’ and developing more and more satellite centres so that Chromepet truly becomes, in Dr. Ganesanji’s own words ‘ a centre for dissemination of knowledge’ – to further the lofty ideals of Guruji’s vision of spreading LMNT to the masses in the coming years.

We do not advertise and new patients arrive only by word of mouth or casual references by former beneficiaries.  

Till August, Sri Ganesanji used to take lectures periodically.  After his sudden demise,  Sri. Jagadeesanji, is taking theory classes excellently on Saturdays at our house. We hope that some of them will attend the exam at Suryamal this year.

This year we celebrated Guruji’s birthday in a novel fashion.  On 3.9.2006, we conducted a yagna ( havan), where more than 150 persons attended.  

The following havanas  were performed for the long life of Guruji  :  
Ganapati homa, Navagraha homa and Dhanvanthri homa.  This was followed by maha-prasadam (lunch) for all.  The entire expenses of the function, including the use of a big spacious hall,  was donated by former patients and beneficiaries of LMNT. 
From 26th September to 4th October 2006, Sri. Ramchandranji conducted a training camp for maintaining optimum health through LMNT, for the inmates of a mill hostel at Sumeru Knits, in Kama-naicken-palayam, near Tiruppur.
